Consequences of Failure 
 
A student who fails a module at the first attempt shall have a right to resit. S/he will be required to 
resit those pieces of work that were failed (with less than 40%) at the next available opportunity. 
 
Where the student has not yet completed all of the modules in a Stage, s/he will be required to resit 
any piece of work with a mark of 30-39% in order to pass a module if it has not been passed on 
aggregate at the first attempt.  
 
The module mark obtained at the second attempt will be no greater than 40%. 
 
When a module resit involves a piece of assessed work, the amount of time the resit student is given 
to do that work should be the same as on the first occasion.
